Participants most frequently described meeting as ‘not interesting’ and ‘non-interactive’, however they appreciated ‘good atmosphere’ (that includes characteristics such as ‘relaxing, ‘nice ambient’) and ‘good logistics’. The best part of the meeting that was mentioned by respondents was last session, followed by a Visit to the Museum of fine arts. Five participants said that the thing that they liked the least were ‘Lectures’, mostly due to non-interactivity,  three participants mentioned ‘not being able to visit the museum of fine arts while there’.

Results of the questionnaire show that participants were in general satisfied with all aspects of the meeting except for interpersonal/informal contact and the cultural programme. The participants were most satisfied with ‘logistics/organization’ and the Intergenerational composition of the group.
6. SUGGESTIONS FOR FURTHER MEETINGS
Participants’ expectations and suggestions include the following activities:

· The need to get to know each other, establishing connections (social activities, cultural programme);
· More common discussions (at the end of the day a need for common discussion, summing up, to have more discussion on each partner’s exercises);

· More active participation in discussions;

· Clear goals and aims of the meeting, and of what should be achieved by the beginning of next meeting;

· Invite guests and participants who speak English;

· Verification of what has been done and common planning on what still needs to be done.
