Participants most frequently described meeting as ‘badly organised’ and ‘stressful’(that included adjectives, such as 'chaotic', 'confused', etc.), however they appreciated ‘nice people’ and some of the sessions, which were described as 'interesting' and 'creative'.
The best part of the meeting that was mentioned by respondents were common discussions and presentations of good practices (2 participants pointed out the presentation of the programme 'Indian summer').
Majority of the participants listed ‘organisation’ as the part of the meeting that they liked the least (not receiving a lot of information, transportation issues, location of the meeting, organisation of the 2nd dinner),  four participants mentioned visit to the crafts man on the second day of the meeting as being their least favorite part.

Results of the questionnaire show that participants were most satisfied with interpersonal/informal contact during the meeting as well as intergenerational aspect. The aspects of the meeting that were rated the lowest were Logistic/organisation as well as cultural programme. 
5. SUGGESTIONS FOR FURTHER MEETINGS

Participants’ expectations and suggestions include the following activities:

· Better organisation (more information beforehand);

· Offering more possibilities for interpersonal contacts, communication;

· More interactive sessions (more discussions among the partners already from the beginning of the meeting);

· Including only participants that are able to speak English;

· Better time management/organisation (Respecting the schedule, keeping the sessions within time limits that should be established in advance).
